All the candidates’ admission will be subject to analysis and
approval by the Scientific Committee of the Doctoral
Programme in Electrical and Computer Engineering (PDEEC).

A minimum of
80% of the top grade (16 out of 20 is required). All other
cases will be evaluated on a case by case basis.
