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These instructions are presented in the required style for full papers. They illustrate the desired format for paragraph layout, headings, references, tables and figures. To facilitate the production of uniform proceedings, please follow these instructions as closely as possible. 
The body of the manuscript should be preceded by an Abstract, that should not exceed 1500 characters. The Abstract and the Keywords must be presented on the first page. 
KEYWORDS
Each paper must have at least three, and no more than five, keywords followed by two blank lines.

1 INTRODUCTION

Please upload your paper as a Word .doc file for Windows. While setting up the paper size, please use A4 (210mm x 297 mm). 
Papers should be a maximum of 8 pages long, including tables, figures and abstract. Please provide 25 mm margins all round, do not include page numbers on the document, these will be added later.

The introduction section should start on the second page. 
2 PARAGRAPHS AND HEADING HIERARCHY

Body text is to be 11 points Times New Roman. All paragraphs should be right justified and single spaced, and there should be one blank line between paragraphs. References should be set in hanging indent, as shown later.

First-order headings should be typed in 11 points Times New Roman all capitals and bold [if available]. Please leave two blank lines above and one blank line below first-order headings.

2.1 Second-Order Headings

Second-order headings should be typed in bold with only the first word with initial capital letter (sentence case). One blank line should be left above and below second-order headings.

2.1.1 Third-Order Headings

Third-order headings should be presented in italics [underlined if italics not available] and should have one blank line above. The body text should begin on the following line with no blank line. 

3 TABLES AND FIGURES

3.1 Tables

Please place all tables as close as possible to where they are first referenced. Number tables consecutively with Arabic numerals [Table 1, Table 2]. The preferred style is as shown below. Please leave a blank line after tables.

3.2 Figures

All graphic elements [graphs, line drawings, photos] should be referred as figures and should be numbered consecutively. In the text, refer to figures as ‘Fig. 1’, ‘Figs 2 and 3’ or, if at the beginning of a sentence, ‘Figure 4’. Please position figures within the text as close as possible to where they are first referenced. All graphs, figures, photographs, diagrams etc, must be included within the single file. 

3.2.1 Figure caption style
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Figure 1. This is an example of the style for figure captions. All the information necessary for the reading of the figure will be in the caption text. The caption should be explicit enough so that the figure be fully understandable by the reading of the caption only. All captions should be aligned as centered. Please leave a blank line after the caption.  
It is recommended that when preparing electronic versions of photographs and figures, that the formats presented in Table 2 ar used.
